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UNDERSTANDING ATTACHMENT

Let us work to improve quality of living of all children,
dream of a world that respects and values each child,
a world which listens to children, a world where all
children have hope and opportunity.

Abstract: Attachment is the social and emotional
relationship that a child develops with the significant
people in his life and it is a process made up of
interactions between the child on the one hand and
his primary caregiver on the other. The article deals
with attachment issues related to adoption of a child.

Much of a child’s emotional development is rooted
in his relationships with his early primary caregivers.
Children who have been abused and neglected often
lack empathy and truly do not understand what others
feel like when they do something hurtful. Attachment
is developed throughout infancy and individuals
continue to form attachments throughout life.

During the first year of life, infants thrive due to
interactions with their primary caregiver in which their
sensory system is stimulated. There is need of clear
understanding as to how attachment plays a key role
in human relationships.

The experience of adoption can be one of loss,
rejection, guilt/shame, grief, diminished identity,
thwarted intimacy, and threats to self-control and to
the accomplishment of mastery. These seven core or
lifelong issues permeate the lives of triad members
regardless of the circumstances of the adoption.
Identifying these core issues can assist triad members
and professionals in establishing an open dialogue
and alleviating some of the pain and isolation which so
often characterise adoption. Triad members may need
professional assistance in recognising that they may
have become trapped in the negative feelings
generated by the adoption experience. Armed with

this new awareness, they can choose to catapult
themselves into growth and strength.*

In many countries, thousands of children spend
their childhood in large institutions without love or
attachment or individual attention from adults. Long-
term institutionalisation increases the risk of
attachment difficulties. It can slow the child's
emotional, social, and physical development as well
as affect the child’s ability to make smooth transitions
from one developmental stage to another. In most of
the countries which are having institutionalised based
child welfare system, children are usually subjected
to administrative procedures and routines and fewer
efforts are made for providing personal care. All such
children need help with developing secure
attachments and emotional expressiveness, and that
interventions focusing on these needs can help
minimise deficits in social development.

Loss is the bedrock on which the social and legal
edifices of adoption are built and on which they can
crumble when this stark reality is not acknowledged
and honoured by all those involved in their
construction. Far from the romantic myth of “a new
forever family living happily ever after together”, the
living experience of adoption is imbued with the colors
of ambivalence for all the parties to adoption: the
hoped-for gains by child and parents in constructing a
new family balanced by the ongoing losses and pain
of the adoptee, their birth relatives and the adoptive
family.?

Adoption is a fundamental, life-altering event. It
transposes people from one location in the human
mosaic into totally new configuration. Adoptive
parents, whether through infertility, failed pregnancy,
stillbirth, or the death of a child have suffered one of
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life's greatest blows prior to adopting? They have lost
their dream child. No matter how well resolved the
loss of bearing a child appears to be, it continues to
affect the adoptive family at a variety of points
throughout the families love cycle.®

Healthy attachment is a response to constant care
giving. When an infant cries, and its caregiver
responds by meeting its needs, trust is formed. Once
the caregiver responds the infants usually stops
crying, and engages in eye contact with the caregiver.
Once an infant receives sensitive, attuned care, it
often begins smiling and cooing, which makes the
care reciprocally enjoyable for the caregiver. The
crying allows the infant to acquire proximity to the
caregiver, and the response of the infant ensures that
proximity is maintained.*

When a caregiver offers an attentive  and
sensitive response to an infant's needs,
demonstrating an ability to read an infant's cues
accurately, the infant in turn will feel safe and secure.
Responding to an infant's needs promptly and
accurately is the key to forming an initial attachment.
Additionally, infants respond to those who bring them
pleasure. Due to this fact infant attachment is
promoted by caregivers who interact with them
socially, and engage them in playful acts.®

Forming attachments is genetically determined in
human beings, yet infants need constant interaction
with a primary caregiver in order to reach their genetic
capability. In the first two years of an infant’s life, the
right hemisphere of the brain undergoes a large
growth spurt. The limbic system, which is where the
developmental changes that result in attachment and
the regulation of emotions take place, is located in the
right hemisphere of the brain. Trauma in the first two
years of life can be responsible for possibly altering
the limbic system and therefore permanently impairing
the brains ability to control emotions and develop
attachments.®

An attached child is a secure child. A secure child
has high self-esteem and as she grows up will be able
to face up to life’s challenges in an effective and
mature way. Attachment an d caring are necessary for
the development of a conscience. The unattached
child doesn’t care what his parents think; he does
what he pleases. The most disturbing and striking
aspect of unattached children is their lack of
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conscience. These children are stunted intellectually,
socially, and physically.”

Since neuropsychological growth occurs rapidly in
infancy, these early years are of utmost importance
for allowing an individual to achieve their maximum
potential in life. Without proper bonding experiences
at infancy, attachment is at risk or failure, and infants
are at risk of potentially losing the ability to self-soothe
and regulate their emotions.

The primary caregiver-infant relationship is vital in
forming attachment in an infant during his first year of
life. Parents who find high amounts of pleasure in
caring and interacting with their infants are shown to
have infants that are more securely attached. The
attachment consists of the reciprocal relationship
between the primary caregiver and infant; in which
bonding takes place, with the ultimate goal of healthy
secure attachment. This initial emotional bond leads to
attachment, which provides infants with a framework
for healthy future relationships throughout childhood
and into adulthood. An infant’'s ability to form
attachments begins at birth; therefore, a child who is
adopted in early infancy has the same ability to attach
to adoptive parents as a child who remains with their
birth parents, considering that both environments
supply the infant with nurturance and stability.

According to Harriet Fancott, children who have
attachment disorder may exhibit some or all of the
following disorders:8

» Superficially engaging and charming.

e Lacks eye contact on parental terms.

* Indiscriminately affectionate with strangers.

* Not affectionate on parents’ terms (not cuddly).

e Destructive to self, others, and material things
(accident prone).

* Cruel to animals.

* Lies about the obvious (crazy lying)

* No impulse control (frequently acts hyperactive).
e Learning lags.

e Lack of cause-and-effect thinking.

» Lack of conscience.

e Abnormal eating patterns (hoarding, overeating).
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* Poor peer relationships.
* Preoccupation with fire.

* Persistent nonsense questions and incessant
chatter.

* Inappropriately demanding and clingy.

Difficulties in attachment arise when a child does
not find the environment very caring. Attachment
serves the purpose of allowing a child to internalise
the love that is shown to them, and promotes feelings
of safety. Without secure attachment, the child may
be easily overwhelmed and anxious. The response to
these feelings may either be outward anger or
disassociation from feelings altogether.

Whatever may be child’s history, responsive
parenting is key to a secure, loving relationship. The
keys to forming a healthy attachment are the same
whether a child has been adopted or born into a
family. Sometimes too much expectations of a child
become counter-productive; the child should be
accepted as he is, as he may not be quick learner.

Successful adoption presupposes that the
adopted child will gradually, and yet in a timely
manner, develop a secure attachment with his or her
new family. Most children are, in fact, able to form
such bonds and the resulting attachment becomes the
foundation for both their integration into the family and
for their ongoing psychological development. It's
generally agreed that children fair better when
adopted in infancy. Bonding with the adoptive parents
is an important challenge if an adopted child has spent
considerable period in an institution. Children with
significant attachment problems manifest fairly typical
behavioural patterns and therefore, there is need to
place children in adoption when they are infant and
young. In such cases, the number of disruptions is
very less.

In the case of older children, preparation of such
children and their counselling are considered
significant both for the child and the adoptive parents.
Often older children who are very attached with their
peer groups in the institutions do not agree to leave
their company and join their adoptive families. It
shows that the children are not prepared well in such
institutions. There are adoption agencies where the
children are excited to leave the institution to join their
adoptive parents and such institutions seem to have
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prepared the children well prior to adoption.

Adopting children is an incredibly rewarding
experience for many parents whether or not they have
biological children of their own. Yet, adoptive parents,
while thoroughly scrutinised by adopting agencies, are
often given little information about their adopted child,
in terms of family history or specific parenting skills
that will help their adopted children develop strong
emotional attachments.®

There are special considerations involved with
parenting traumatised children. For instance,
traumatised children have learned to respond to
threatening situations and most remain in a low-level
state of alarm. This affects their behavioural,
physiological, emotional and cognitive functioning. 1©

The basic steps of healthy attachment are the
same whether a child has been adopted or born into
a family. Attachment is a process. Just as one
wonderful moment of love and protection does not
make an attachment between parent and child,
neither does one difficult moment mean an
attachment problem. No matter what your child’s
history, she almost certainly has the ability to form a
healthy, secure, well-attached relationship with you. 1

Separation, the removal of children from the
caregiver(s) to whom they are attached, has both
positive and negative aspects. From a child protection
perspective, separation has several benefits, the most
obvious being the immediate safety of the child.
Through this separation, limits can be established for
parental behaviour, and the child may get the
message that society will protect him or her, even if
the parent will not. Separation also temporarily frees
parents from the burden of child-rearing, allowing
them to focus on making the changes necessary for
the child to return home.

Repeated separations interfere with the
development of healthy attachments and a child’'s
ability and willingness to enter into intimate
relationships in the future. Children who have suffered
traumatic separations from their parents may also
display low self-esteem, a general distrust of others,
mood disorders (including depression and anxiety),
sociomoral immaturity, and inadequate social skills.
Regressive behaviour, such as bedwetting, is a
common response to separation. Cognitive and
language delays are also highly correlated with early
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traumatic separation. Social workers in child
placement must be continually aware of the
magnitude of the changes children experience when
they are removed from their families.

Attachment is a term that refers to a psychological
and biological event- it is the affectional bond that
develops between a primary caregiver, usually the
mother, and her infant. The process of attachment
often begins in utero when the mother feels affection
for her developing baby and looks forward to the
baby’s birth. For other mothers, it may begin after their
baby’s birth and is a process that takes time through
a series of daily caring interactions. Developing a
secure attachment to a primary caregiver is extremely
important as the child’'s mental representations of
intimate relationships and the foundation trust often
carry over into adulthood, affecting future adult
relationships.t?

In child development, a key principle known as
‘attachment’ has surfaced and it is this process that is
actively involved in the success or inhibition of
development within the child (DeMulder et al., 2000).%2

In some western countries, there is a practice to
have separate rooms for little children. Children
placed in adoption, when they are infant and young,
need to remain very close with their parents to
develop attachment.

There should be smooth transition of the child
from the institution to the adoptive family and for such
purpose; the parents may remain in touch with the
child for some time before taking the child from the
institution in preadoption foster care. Psychological
and psychosocial reports of the child may be shared
with the adoptive parents by the adoption agency so
also his/ her food habits, hobbies, likes and dislikes,
fears, routine and special diets if any for better
understanding. The child should gradually develop
trusting the family. Similarly, the photographs of the
family may be shared with the child prior to their arrival
in the institution. Child’s opinion must be taken before
the Adoption is finalised. Thus, preparing a child prior
to adoption and preparation of prospective adoptive
parents prior to visit of the institution are important
steps.

In few cases, the prospective adoptive parents
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before taking custody of the older siblings, have
expressed their desire to allow the children to go for a
visit to their family and stay for a couple of days before
signing the preadoption foster care affidavit in order
to assess the new environment and getting know each
other. In such cases, the local District Child Protection
Unit (DCPU) has been informed and the results have
been very positive in the sense the children after
visiting them have expressed their desire to finally
leave the institution on pre-adoption foster care.

Attachment issue is very much linked to
preparation of child and the prospective adoptive
parents. When children remain in the institution for
long they form attachment to the care taker and their
group mates and older children often deny leaving the
place for a new environment. Such children do not
have ambition for family life. The functionaries of child-
care institutions and specialised adoption agencies
need to prepare such children, counsel them what a
family matters and they should be prepared well. The
guestion is how children can form attachments to a
family during their early life is important. Children need
not be separated again and again and all care takers
and service providers must strive for their permanency
when they are infants and young.

There is a real need for more widespread and
easily accessible psychological services for older
children. There is a lot of evidence to suggest that
when children are prepared well so also the adoptive
parents prior to taking custody of the child, there is a
win-win situation. Basically, children learn how to do
things through their experiences with other people, not
through words or instructions. They learn how to cope
with a situation by having an experience of someone
being with them and helping them to cope. The
emotional needs of the children need to be attended
on priority and in a timely manner and the attachment
could be faster. It's critically important to know as
much about the child’s background in order to meet
the child on their emotional or developmental level.

If parenting a child who was removed from his
parents due to abuse or neglect, parents should be
aware that traditional parenting is not the best
approach to use even if it worked for their biological
children. There are special considerations involved
with parenting traumatised children. For instance,
traumatised children have learned to respond to
threatening situations and most remain in a low-level
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state of alarm. This affects their behavioural,
physiological, emotional and cognitive functioning.
Often these children appear to be younger than their
years. They should be allowed to talk about their
trauma but on their terms. Listen to them, without
overreacting, then provide comfort and support.
Traumatised children thrive on consistent, predictable

Understanding and being affectionate towards our
daughters is the best way to demonstrate how to love
humanity. Such an appreciation and awareness is now
coming even in the hitherto ‘worst’ place for the girl child:
Haryana. Latest figures of January 2018 reveal a
tremendous improvement in the male-female gender ratio
in the state with an earlier horrifying record of atrocities
on the unborn girl child. A government release says:

"It has happened for the first time in Haryana. In what
can be billed as a huge leap forward on the road to
improved sex ratio at birth (SRB), the state has logged the
highest ever ratio of 914 girls against 1,000 boys in 2017.”

"It was 900 in 2016 and 876 in 2015. While 17 districts
achieved SRB of 900 or more, no district was below 880 in
2017," a state government spokesman said here. Haryana
had the dubious distinction of having the worst sex ratio
among states in the country in the 2011 Census with just
834 girls per 1,000 boys.

This is a fair and just indication of the change in societal
values that is sweeping across India. In this, the concerted
efforts of organisations like Deep Welfare cannot but be
emphasised and praised. A lot of it’s activities are focussed
in Delhi, Haryana and Jharkhand. Jharkhand is an
interesting case study. It had amongst the best gender
ratios in rural areas at 973 girls for 1000 boys in the 0 to 6
years age group. Unfortunately, it has come down to 857
(as per a report in the Times of India, dated 3 June, 2013).
Growing urbanisation could be a possible reason since
often people in towns feel that a girl is an eventual financial
burden due to dowry that would have to be paid at the
time of marriage. Earlier, the significantly tribal areas in the
state were relatively untouched by polluted urban thought
processes.

In this situation, Deep Welfare has started extensive
awareness campaigns in and around Jamshedpur, where it
is headquartered in Jharkhand. In the next census or survey
that is carried out, we are certain that the figures would
reflect the remarkable and splendid work done by this
pioneering NGO.

Delhi is bad in the gender ratio index, with figures
hovering around 900; except for 2008 when it was
surprisingly 1004 to 1000, with girls outnumbering boys.
This was attributed to the Ladli scheme by which financial
security was ensured. Maybe, we have a lesson to learn
and Niti Aayog should take note of the matter. Southwest
Delhi, with some of the poshest colonies with probably the
highest per capita income also, had disastrously dropped to
836 to 1000 in 2011; indicating clearly that societal
attitudes to the financial burdens concurrent on a girl child
and NOT education, social status or financial richness was
the greatest contributor to pre-natal deaths. Deep Welfare
would do well to further increase its very good work at the
grassroots level.

On January 20th, the President of India Hon’ble Shri
Kovind took the pioneering step of honouring 112
outstanding women achievers of the country. “India’s ‘First
Ladies’ list compiled by the Ministry of W&CD, includes
besides Anshu Jamsenpa (world record holder in
mountaineering by summiting Mt. Everest twice within five
days), the Olympic medallists PV Sindhu and Karnam
Malleswari, Olympian gymnast Deepa Karmakar, Nicole
Faria — first Indian woman to win the Miss Earth title, Ira
Singhal — first specially-abled woman to top the civil
services, Punita Arora — first woman to become Lieutenant
General, Deepa Malik — first woman to win a medal at the
Paralympic, Chhavi Rajawat — India’s first woman Sarpanch
(in a Haryana village) with an MBA, Bula Choudhury — first
woman to swim across seven seas, Kiran Mazumdar Shaw
—the Indian billionaire entrepreneur who has been listed in
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Forbes as one of the most powerful woman in the world,
Dronacharya Sunita Sharma — the first Indian woman
cricket coach among others. — from Shillong Times.”

In a wonderful coincidence, Deep Welfare recently
instituted the Beti Gaurav Awards, and amongst the first
winners was the same Ira Singhal, the very accomplished
IAS topper!

Amazingly, amongst the achievers honoured, was Mrs.
Manju Yadav widow of a coolie — a railway porter. On her
husband’s death, she took up the challenge of becoming a
coolie at the railway station, defying societal norms as well
as stereotypes.

It is the Manju Yadav’s of this world who are the
inspiration. She is the woman next door; the lady in the
shanty, not an MBA aspiring to change the village she was
born in; not a mountaineer demonstrating that adventure
is in her blood or even a wheelchair-user like Deepa Malik
who shows that disability cannot defeat her spirit! It is the
everyday ordinary lower middle class who has the courage
to live life with dignity.

Deep Welfare for their pioneering work to bring nobility,
dignity and self-respect into the lives of our women: the
Ma Kalis and Ma Durgas of our country!

Education helps towards the development of
a complete balanced and rational personality.
Education is said to be essential key for participation
in community. Education influences the society at a
large.

If we talk about gender biasness girls
generally have a lower social status than their
brothers, their education is valued less. When
resources are scarce, and there are both real and
opportunity costs associated with going to school,
many families opt to educate their boys over their
girls.There is still gender inequality in terms of
accessibility to education in many parts. Many girls
are not sent to school and among those sent to
school, many drop out early. Many parents believe
that when girls are educated, the benefits go to their
family of procreation instead of the family of
orientation. Despite the progress being made, gender
equality is likely to take generations to achieve.

Issue of early marriages also conflict with the
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educational programmes. The practice has
moderately decreased but not completely eradicated.
Girls are given out in marriage for many reasons. Most
girls married off, were still physically immature for
pregnancy. It is a known fact that the input of the girl
child into the family income is so high that it becomes
economically unwise to allow such a child to go to
school. The girl child also helps with the household
chores and look after the younger ones which relieves
the parents of employing paid house helps. This
therefore reduces the financial burden on the family.

Violence is another key barrier to girl's
education. A school environment that may be
acceptable to boys may be hostile to girls. The
physical and sexual violence against women that is
common in many societies is reflected in the school
environment in a number of countries. Physical abuse
and abduction are not only a major violation of girls’
basic human rights; they also present a major
practical constraint in getting to school. Parents feel a
duty to protect their daughters and may decide to
keep them at home if they feel the school is too far
away.

Social exclusion is an additional barrier to girls
going to school. Certain groups of girls are more likely
to be excluded from school on the basis of caste,
ethnicity, religion or disability. Dalit girls are almost
twice as likely to be excluded from school as higher
caste girls. Muslim girls are more likely to be excluded
than their non-Muslim counterparts. Disabled children,
and among them disabled girls in particular, constitute
a significant group that is denied access to education.

But educating a girl can break cycles of
poverty in just one generation. Girls who get an
education marry later, have fewer children, earn
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higher wages and support healthier and more
prosperous families. An educated woman with a good
earning power can help reduce the financial problems
of the family and thus avert frustration and other
financial problems.

When leaders from around the world come
together to take stock of the Millennium Development
Goals, there will be no escaping the fact that we have
collectively failed to keep this promise.

Education is a boon to girls in this age of
economic crisis. Gone are the days of plenty and
prosperity. Now-a-days it is difficult for the people of
the middle class to make both ends meet. After
marriage, educated girls can add to the income of
their husbands. If a woman is educated, she can earn
a living after the death of her husband.Girls’ education
is necessary for making the homes a happy place. A
man'’s life blossom he is blessed with well-educated
women as wife and mother. Educated girls can
brighten the future of their country by the good
upbringing of their children. Education gives a woman
freedom of thought. It broadens her outlook and
makes her aware of her duties and
responsibilities.Education empower a grown up girl to
become economically independent. They will be able
to stand up for their rights. Girls have all the rights to
get educated. Empowerment of girls and women is
necessary to fight against the problem of gender-
inequality.

Other successful initiatives include the
provision of free or subsidized childcare for girls, and
the construction of schools closer to communities to
lower transport costs and travel time.
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Skilled staff with the right knowledge,
understanding and experience are required in order
for governments to implement successful plans for
girls’ education. These staff need to ensure access for
girls from all backgrounds, regardless of race,
ethnicity, religion or disability.

NGOs, religious and other voluntary
organizations play a major role in raising public
awareness for girls’ education through development
education. Their work makes children aware of the
difficulties faced by their counterparts in developing
countries when it comes to accessing education or
campaigning for better rights. In addition to the high-
profile events such as the Week of Action, many
development education Centre’s and NGOs are also
providing material and teacher-training support for
global education activities in schools.

As the country grows rapidly, new initiatives
are working against a host of obstacles in the hope of
keeping young women in school.

MahilaSamakhya, a programme implemented
by the government of India in several states, is
concerned to transform women’'s lives through
education. The programme facilitates the
establishment of Samoohs (women’s groups) which
provide women benefits such as education, health
schemes and savings and credit. A large number of
Samoohs have run campaigns for girls’ education,
which have increased girls’ access to education. Many
Samoohs have also built Jagjagis, non-formal
education centres, often with boarding facilities, for
girls over nine years of age.

In order to succeed, we need to ensure the
solutions that work can be scaled up to help all
students.the society should stop the discrimination of
the girl-child in the provision of education, also that
government should make policy statements that will
make the education of the girl child legal and
compulsory. Educating girls is one of the most
important investments that any country can make in
its own future. An educated woman has the skills,
information and self-confidence that she needs to be
a better parent, worker and citizen.

India, the country of Ma Durga, Saraswati, Laxmi,
Parvati, Sita, well known for its worship of feminine deities,
the country sure knows how to ensure their rights and
protection.

“95 women are raped in India everyday” — National
Crimes Record Bureau.

“Two thousand girls are killed in India every day” —
Maneka Gandhi (Minister for Women and Child
Development, GOI Sept 14th 2014)

“400 women and children go missing in India everyday
(minor girls and women constitute 75% of the numbers)”
— National Crimes Record Bureau.”

Yet the numbers tell a different story. With the rising
number of cases captured by the headlines of the national
newspapers everyday we have barely scratched the surface
of the iceberg. Rapes, female infanticide, kidnappings, and
sexual harassment are some of the issues that plague the
country’s social fabric today. Yet somehow the patriarchal
social structure of the Indian society believes itself to be
the descendant of one of the first civilsation in the world to
give women an equal say in the social and economic
structure. Alas! That was history and we are today in the
21st century, the century of progress and development for
all. Still recent surveys in the Indian National Capital Region
paint a grim picture. A male child is still preferred over
females, around 44% more. Girl child’s education, her
nutrition, her education and lastly the gap in pay in the
workplace ensure that they face discrimination from the
womb to the pyre.

The successive governments in India have all had flagship
schemes and missions to ensure equality and reduce the
problems of gender discriminations in India, with the
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current flagship being “Beti padhao beti bachao”. But the
stats for the functioning of such schemes are available only
evey10 years, and with the slackening pace of progress the
indexes reporting the situation for the girl child remain
alarming. On the governments part the funds allocated to
the efforts to uplift the girl child have since 1950’s
increased manifold, currently India spends 3.7% of its GDP
on such missions but it does not seem to found a solution.
The situation in urban centers is grim and in the rural areas
is alarming. Successive governments with their policies
may have made a dent on the surface but the core of the
problem still evades their continuous efforts.

The mindset of the social fabric of India is still evident in
its taxation policies toward menstrual hygiene products
which are taxed at 12% GST. With all the efforts towards
the ensuring maximum education of the girl child for her
future development the governments need to take into
account how 20% of girls due to lack of menstrual hygiene
products and toilets drop out of schools every year. With
this big a number the country’s future is at stake and the
overall rhetoric behind the social and economic upliftment
of girls remains babble in the sea of political banter. With
no women members in the GST council, it seems like a
mirror to the mindset of the taxation policy makers in the
country.

All in all the eyes of the girl child, the ones that are born
after much challenges faced in the womb lose their sparkle
in the realities of the patriarchal setup. The shine if it
persists is diminished by the lack of social, economical and
cultural opportunities for upliftment. And if it manages to
survives is lost in the din of the debate justifying marital
rape, and unequal pay.

Gender Gaps in the Root of Education

Basic education has been enshrined as a universal
human right over the past six decades, and the benefits
from women’s education for development are fairly well-
recognized in global fora—so why do gender gaps in
education persist?

Cost of schooling is more for girls

Most countries do not charge tuition fees in primary
education, and some countries have eliminated such fees
even at the lower secondary level. Nonetheless, there are
other direct costs that can discourage school attendance.
When these other costs are gender- specific (e.g. expenses
for uniforms or transportation), when the supply of school
differs by gender (e.g., girls are allowed only in single-sex
schools or classrooms), or when the opportunity cost of
school age children’s time varies by gender, the total cost
of school enrollment for girls may be large enough to result
in gender differences.

Restricted location flexibility and expectations lowers
the girl’s ability to reap the benefits of education

have in the family and the community, the expectations

they have about their futures, their individual preferences
and the kind of relationships they form. Social norms
create powerful incentives that guide people’s attitudes
and behaviors; behaviors outside the accepted social
boundaries can unleash formal and informal systems of
social sanction. There are social taboos, for example,
against allowing unmarried girls in public or traveling far
from home, but there are typically no such taboos for
unmarried sons. These taboos make the cost of school
attendance greater for girls than for boys.

Early marriage and teen pregnancy keep girls out of
school

Child marriage remains a real and present threat to the
human rights, lives, and health of children, especially girls,
in more than a hundred countries. While most countries
have laws in place to address this practice, inconsistencies
between customary law and state law as well as
inadequate policies and systems in place to ensure
implementation, mean child marriage remains a culturally
entrenched social norm in many countries.Child marriage
imposes heavy costs for girls socially, physically, and
emotionally. The practice of child marriage undermines
efforts to improve girls’education and must be addressed if
real, lasting progress is to be made in improving the lives of
girls.

School Violence

This violenceranges from extreme acts such as
kidnapping, bombing,maiming, and killing, acts which
often occur incontexts of armed conflict, militancy, and
political violence but also in the often invisible but
pervasive contexts of sexual abuse, exploitation, and
bullying. Sexual abuse and exploitation of girls is
exacerbated by armed conflict as children are especially
vulnerable during times of upheaval.
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Compulsory education laws, the abolition of tuition
fees, and support for other costs through scholarships have
had positive effects on girls’ enrollment and completion
rates, but these interventions have addressed mainly the
first set of obstacles. To break the barriers and achieve
greater progress in this group of countries, the other
obstacles must be addressed too.Improvements in the
education system as a whole are needed—ensuring that
learning happens in order to increase the social and
economic returns to education, addressing gender bias in
the formal and hidden curricula, and making schools
welcome and safe places for girls.

Importance of Education

Education is central to a person’s ability to respond to
opportunities and challenges that one encounters in life.
By equipping young people with a set of competencies and
skills, behaviors and attitudes, and a sense of cooperation
and social responsibility that enable them to participate in
society as productive workers and responsible citizens,
education contributes to economic development, lowers
poverty and inequity, and improves lives. Education yields
its greatest benefits in societies undergoing rapid
technological, economic, and political changes. It also has
the potential to benefit most the people and communities
who have the least in terms of other resources. And it
benefits society in other ways too—in terms of better
health, enhanced ability to cope with economic and
environmental shocks, and greater social cohesion, among
others. Given these benefits, it’s not surprising that
individuals, families, and governments alike have been
investing increasingly in education. The central importance
of education for human development is one of the reasons
why governments around the world have committed to
ensuring its delivery to children. In 1948 with the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights and the subsequent
convention on economic, social, and cultural rights,
including the 1989 Convention on the Rights of the Child,
the world’s governments agreed that all children, both
boys and girls, should have access to free education at the
elementary levels that is devoted to the full development
of the human personality.

That women might have the chance of a healthier and
happier life should be reason enough for promoting girls'
education. However, there are also important benefits for
society as a whole. An educated woman has the skills,
information and self-confidence that she needs to be a
better parent, worker and citizen.
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More the mothers are educated more educated will be
their children, especially daughters. Numerous
empiricalstudies have shown that mother’s education is
criticalfor investments in the human capital of the
nextgeneration. While both themother’s and the father’s
education have significantpositive effects on their
children’s school enrollment,the mother’s education has a
far greatereffect than father’s education on daughters’
education,while the mother’s and father’s educationhave
about equal, although lower, impact on sons’education. A
mother’s education has a significant and largerimpact only
on daughters’ schooling, suggestingdifferences in maternal
and paternal preferencesfor schooling daughters relative
to sons. One of the ways thatmother’s education benefits
their children’s schoolingis by being able to help with their
studies athome. In India, children of more literate
mother’sstudy nearly two hours more a day than children
ofilliterate mothers in similar households.

Conclusion

Government reforms can open up space for girls’ and
women’s leadership, serving to both help it flourish and
reap its outcomes in terms of improved girls’ education
opportunities.Women's organizations to national networks,
active attention to girls” education issues by local groups
can provide sustained focus on gender equality, especially
in the face of shifting government policy, donor priorities,
or media attention.Ultimately, the best approach for
helping girls get educated is to ensure that countries have
strong education systems, ones that enable all children to
access good schools and learning opportunities.

INDEPENDENT THOUGHT VS.

UNION OF INDIA

[W.P.(c) 8763 of 2015]

ndependent Thought (NGO) the Petitioner has
|approached this Hon'ble Delhi High Court by way of the
Writ Petition under Article 226 of the Constitution seeking
a writ of declaration that exclusion of schools established,
owned or controlled by the appropriate Government or the
local authority under Section 18(1) of the Right of Children
to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (RTE Act) to
obtain a certificate of recognition as required under the
RTE Act is violative of Articles 14 and 21A of the
Constitution and it defeats the aims and objectives of the
RTE Act of providing quality education to all children in
India. The Petitioner, therefore, prays that part of Section
18(1) of RTE Act is liable to be struck down as
unconstitutional.

Presently Section 18 of the Act would show that all
schools owned or run by the Government and/or its
agencies have been excluded from the ambit of Sections
18 & 19 of the RTE Act. The norms and standards
elaborated under Section 19 and the Schedule to the RTE
Act do not apply to such schools. This exclusion of a large
number of schools from the ambit of Sections 18 and 19 of
the RTE Act of 2009 is unconstitutional interalia for the
reason that:

1. This exclusion is not based on any intelligible
differentia and has no rational nexus with the object
of the Act and hence violates Article 14 of the
Constitution.

2.  This exclusion is contrary to the aims and objectives
of the Act itself.

3.  The exclusion is violative of Article 21A of the
Constitution as the quality of education is essential
part of Article 21A.

4, It is assumed that government school per se will
ensure quality and does not require monitoring on
periodic basis. This assumption is not correct and
infact Government schools require greater checks on

quality.

While excluding all government and its aided schools
from the ambit of Sections 18 and 19 of the RTE Act, the
State has violated the principle of non-discrimination.
While schools run by private bodies are subjected to a lot
of monitoring, scrutiny and regulatory processes, large
number of schools have been left out without any kind of
check, regulation or adherence to norms and quality
checks. The said exclusion fails to protect the rights of
children who are constitutionally guaranteed a right to
good and quality education across all kinds of schools in
the country. Parliament has failed in its duty to protect the
rights of children to quality education by placing
Government schools outside the coverage of Section 18 of
the RTE Act. Simply because the child is getting free
education does not mean that the quality of education and
learning is compromised for the child going to government
schools.

The provision also leads to gross violation of rights of
millions of children studying in government and as the
Government Schools/aided schools/ schools run by local
authority are not bound to comply with basic norms. This
is clearly reflected in State’s failure to comply by the two
deadlines prescribed within the Act. Firstly the Three years
deadline ending 31.03.2013 for All Schools to fulfil norms
and standards specified in the Schedule and Section 19 of
the Act, and Secondly the Five years deadline endng
31.03.2015 for States to ensure qualified teachers as per
prescribed qualification laid down by academic authority
as minimum qualification (Section 23 (2) of The Right of
Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 [Act
35 of 2009)

The RTE Act provides that that while schools run by the
private bodies can be closed or shut down if they
contravene norms and conditions laid down, the same
does not apply to government schools. So such schools can
be allowed to run even if they do not meet the minimal
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requirement and do not provide quality education or
learning to the children. The said provision infact would
encourage the government/local authority to run the
school in the same manner, without taking any effort to
improve the functioning and thereby infringing children’s
right to quality education. This exclusion is not acting as a
meaningful contribution to the Right of Children
guaranteed under Article 21A as well as under the aims
and objectives of the RTE Act itself.

Presently, there is no system of accreditation of schools by
any independent governing body in India. It is humbly
submitted that should an external agency not check quality
norms and parameters in government and said schools too
in the best interests of children and also to truly meet the
aims and objectives of the Constitution and RTE Act.

It is humbly submitted by the Petitioner that India needs to
learn from best practices being followed in other countries
and truly secure the right to education of every child. In
UK, OFSTED is the Office for Standards in Education,
Children’s Services and Skills. They report directly to
Parliament and are independent and impartial. They
inspect and regulate services which care for children and
young people, and those providing education and skills for
learners of all ages. They cover all schools, irrespective of
who manages the school. OFSTED inspectors work to
government legislation and statutory guidance, which is
based on the Department for Education's Safeguarding
children and safer recruitment in education. This ensures
that all schools are under the same scrutiny and maintain
the same standards and all children get equal rights.
OFSTED has on many occasions closed down government
schools due to lack of standards and norms.

Prayer

In these premises, it is most respectfully prayed that
this Hon'ble Court be pleased to —
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1. issue an appropriate writ, order or direction in the
nature of certiorari or such other similar writ, in the
nature of declaration, declaring that the expression
“other than a school established, owned or
controlled by the appropriate Government or the
local authority” in Section 18(1) of the RTE Act of
2009 is unconstitutional and liable to be struck
down;

2. issue an appropriate writ, order or direction in the
nature of certiorari or a writ of declaration that there
shall be an independent body set up to regulate and
monitor quality norms and standards in all schools
that are covered under the RTE Act of 2009; and

3. Pass such other order or orders and directions as this
Hon'ble Court may deem fit and proper in the facts
and circumstances of the case as also in the interest
of justice;

Independent Thought (www.ithought.in) is a National
Human Rights organization working towards equity, justice
and mutual respect.

In another ongoing PIL by Independent Thought the
Honorable Supreme Court is hearing the writ [Independent
Thought vs. Union of India (W.P. Civil 382 of 2013)] for
declaration that Exception 2 to Section 375 of the Indian
Penal Code (provision on Rape), [as amended by Criminal
Law (Amendment) Act, 2013] is violative of Articles 14, 15
and 21 of the Constitution to the extent that it permits
intrusive sexual intercourse with a girl child aged between
15 to 18 years only n the ground that she has been
married. The exception is contrary to the provisions of
Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act, 2012
(POCSO)

India is a land of diverse culture and religion where in
deities are worshipped yet how ironical is the fate of our
girls who are still treated as marginalised, abused,
exploited and even killed in our own society!!Despite the
multi-dimensional legislative and other powerful policy
initiatives aimed at gender parity, India suffers from gross
gender inequity in literacy levels, labour force participation
and representation in administrative and political
institutions.

Education is one of the most important tool for
empowerment. It’s true, the literacy rate of women has
increased from 53.7% in 2001 to 65.5% in 2011. However,
what is disturbing is that it still lags behind male literacy by
16.7%.Despite India’s free and compulsory education plan
for all children up to the age of 14, a significant percentage
of rural Indian children do not complete school. A great
majority of these unschooled children are girls.

The PCPNDT Act 1994 (Preconception and Prenatal
Diagnostic Techniques Act) was modified in 2003 to target
the medical profession - the ‘supply side’ of the practice of
sex selection. However, non-implementation of the Act has
been the biggest failing of the campaign against sex
selection. Bringing about changes in the demand for sex
determination is a long process and has to be tackled
through women’s education and empowerment alone.

One in four Indian women is married before 18, and
7.8 per cent of women aged 15 to 19 are pregnant or
mothers, according to the latest available 2015-16 National
Family Health Survey (NFHS)-4 data.Adolescent health
program featured for the first time as a national
programme in 2005, which included health clinics that
offered preventive, curative and referral services for
adolescents (10-19 years) and youth (19-24 years). But

within two years of inception, the program was banned in
most of the states hence it is now difficult to say how many
states have this and how well its being implemented!
Nationally, while the three national health surveys (1992-
93, 1998-99, 2005-06) reported an almost equal
proportion (59.1, 59.8 and 58.2 per cent) of pregnant and
adolescent mothers, there was a steady increase in the first
pregnancy among adolescents (11.7, 12.4 and 14.4 per
cent). "Early marriage and low contraceptive use are the
reasons behind this trend," said a 2015 review in Journal of
Clinical and Diagnostic Research.

Girls and women constitute almost half of the
population of India, yet they are deprived of access to
resources and opportunities in comparison to their male
counterparts. There has been a 23% decline in the female
labour force participation in our country over the last 25
years. In a country where women constitute almost half of
the population (48%), these numbers present a challenge
that we as a society must aim to overcome.

Crime against girl/women is a burning issue in India
also across the globe, which is seen to be increasing rapidly,
we everyday hear or read in social media. We as social
activists, thinkers, educators must take these issues very
seriously and have to work seriously very hard not only on
its law but exceptionally at its implementation. All stake
holders need to brought together and strong advocacy on
education and awareness drives are needednot only in
rural but also urban areas. The hand that rocks the cradle
is the hand that rules the world!! It is just a beginning we
have miles and miles to go ......

Achieving gender equality and empowerment of
women was one of the targets of the Millennium
Development Goals which came to an end in 2015 and the
situation even remains gloomier. The Sustainable
Development Goals further included Gender Equality as
Goal 5, setting target for 2013. As per the statistics
available

from the State of the World’s Children 2017, India ranks 53
in under-5 child mortality. It reveals that in 2016 the under-
5 mortality rate was 43 (male 42 and female 44).

In India children population represents 39% of total
population of the country. The figures show that the larger
number of about 29 percent constitutes Children in the age
between 0-5 years.As per the Census, 2011 the child sex
ratio (0-6 years) has shown a decline from 927 females per
thousand males in 2001 to 919 females per thousand
males in 2011 and the corresponding figure for the
developed states/UTs like Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh,
NCT of Delhi have less than 900, which is prettyalarming.

India is getting ready for one of the economic
superpowers and the social issues like female feticide,
infanticide, neglect and discrimination, early and forced
marriage, dowry harassment and death, domestic
violence, honor killings, rape and murder is yet to be
addressed and sensitized at large. In Hinduism we treat the
Girl Child as symbol of Shakti, Durga, Laxmi, Saraswati and
on the other hand abuse, exploitation, discrimination and
neglect is going on uninhibitedly. There is custom of
worshiping the Kanya, the girls, during Navratri. This
rhetoric is due to presence and practice of feudalism, caste,
gender, custom and culture. Such practices need to be
contested for a society which is non-discriminatory on
ground of gender, caste, creed or religious belief.

Gender Based Violence, or violence against women
and girls is the most prevalent human rights violation
around the world. Worldwide one in three women
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— Dr. Ramanath Nayak,
a leading child protection specialist

experience physical and sexual abuse in her lifetime.
Gender Based Violence not only erodes the health, dignity,
security and autonomy of its victims, but also generally it
reinforces gender inequalities. The prevailing patriarchal
system and a complex caste-based discrimination and
marginalization, often takes young girls and women in its
grip. Theissues of gender based violence and also its
impact on young girls and women needs to be understood
and recognized by sensitizing the community and
responsible stakeholders to spread awareness and
implementation of laws at the ground level in letter and
spirit.

The measures to prevent abuse, exploitation, violence,
exclusionand discrimination of girls could be realized by
creating public awareness at large on the issues of
domestic violence, early and forced marriage, female
feticide, honor killings, and neglect of girl child. The key
stakeholders responsible for implementation of the laws
and programme to curtail the ill-practices needs to be
sensitized and trained. The law enforcement agencies can
rope in the efforts and initiatives of the existing women'’s
right movement

and networks as well as the identification of young girls
and women as champions and promote them as
spokespersons to advocate theissue in question.

The constitution of India believes that the ‘Children’
are the future and investing in them will have a bright
future for the nation. Their development is threatened by
several dangers including disease, exploitation, abuse,
ignorance, material want and social and political intrigue.
In order to protect children from such experiences, the
constitution of India has safeguards for the children against
exploitation, neglect and abuse. Fundamental rights and
Directive principals of state policies are related with
children and women, they state that everyone is entitled to
all the rights and freedom set forth therein without
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discrimination of any kind, such as race, colour, sex,
language, religion, birth or other status. Further, it states
that child needs special care and legal protection before
and after birth on account of their tender age and
immature mind. Children have certain special rights and
legal entitlements that are being acknowledged nationally
and internationally. Article 21-A of the constitution states
that “right to education-the state shall provide free and
compulsory education to all children of the age of six to
fourteen years in such a manner as the state may, by law
determine.”

The Supreme Court in its liberal interpretation of life
and liberty as under Article 21 held that the term liberty
not only includes liberty but also includes livelihood but
also the right of human beings to live with dignity and that
also includes the right to education, and therefore, right to
education is a fundamental right under the constitution.
Article 45 provisions for early childhood care and education
to children below the age of six years- wherein the State
shall endeavor to provide early childhood care and
education for all children until they complete the age of six
years.

Article 23 states that “prohibition of traffic in human
beings and forced labour. Traffic in human beings and
beggar and other similar forms of forced labour are
prohibited and any contravention of this provision shall be
an offence punishable in accordance with law. The immoral
traffic (prevention) Act, 1956 is a law made by parliament
under Article 35 of the constitution for the purpose of
punishing acts which result in traffic in human beings.In
pursuance of Article 23 the bonded labour system has also
been abolished and declared illegal by the bonded labour
system (abolition) act, 1976. Article 24-“prohibition of
employment of children in factories,etc.- No child below
the age of fourteen years shall be employed to work in any
factory or mine or be engaged in any hazardous
employment”.

Keeping in view the abuse and discrimination against
the girl child which is evident from the declining sex ratio,
the Government of India started celebrating National Girl
Child Day every year on 24th January to promote the girl
child. The Ministry of Women and Child Development is
concerned about the ‘Girls’ and their needs and concerns
by addressing the health, nutrition and education. The
Adolescent Girls needs to be informed and empowered to
be able to face the challenges of life such as the issue of

National Girl Child Day : 24th Jan., 2018

Domestic Violence, Child Marriage, and Dowry etc. The
‘SABLA’ scheme launched in November, 2010, with the aim
of all round development of the adolescent girl, has been
taking care of their nutritional, health, life skills and
awareness requirements for the empowerment of
Adolescent Girls. The focus of the Ministry is in overcoming
the challenges faced in terms of mental, emotional and
psychological development.

Awareness on legal rights of young girls and
information on various legislations like Dowry Prohibition
Act, Prohibition of Child Marriage Act and Domestic
Violence Act could better prepare them to face the
numerous challenges in their life.

India has taken a number of steps for ensuring the
growth of the girl children and has taken a number of
initiatives to enhance the status of girl child through
various schemes at national and state level. To name a few
are the Rajiv Gandhi Scheme for Empowerment of
Adolescent Girls, named as ‘SABLA’, BetibachaoBetiPadhao
and many more to promote girl’s rights and highlight
gender inequalities that exist between girls and boys.

There are series of legislations such as the Child Marriage
Restraint Act 1929; Immoral Traffic (prevention) Act, 1956;
the Child Labour (prohibition and Regulations Act), 1986;
Infant Milk Substitutes, Feeding Bottles and Infant Foods.
India's rapidly deteriorating sex ratio (2011: 918 girls for
1,000 boys) has been linked to many factors, but primary
among these is the perceived value of a girl child. However,
if girls are not given equal access to education, then they
cannot truly shine, and prove that they are valuable.
Keeping this in mind, the Indian government initiated the
‘BetiBachao, BetiPadhao’ programmelaunched in January
2015 from Panipath, Haryana. The scheme aims to provide
survival, safety and education to the girl child.

It is high time that the society must realise that
daughters are no way behind the sons and given the
opportunity they would prove better than sons. In the
name of old practices, custom, culture and honor the girl
child should sacrificed. If the girl is not allowed to come to
this world then what about mother, sister and wife, leading
to destruction of the creation.

POLICIES AND SCHEMES
FOR CHILD DEVELOPMENT

Infant and young child feeding guidelines :2017

India is committed to halving the prevalence of under
weight children by 2015 as one of the key indicators of
progress towards the Millennium Development Goals
(MDG). Optimal infant and young child feeding: Early
initiation of breastfeeding, exclusive breastfeeding for the
first six month of life followed by continued breastfeeding
for up to two vyears and beyond with adequate
complementary foods is the most appropriate feeding
strategy for infants and young children. Adequate nutrition
and anemia control for adolescent girls, pregnant and
lactating mother is also advocated.

National Nutrition Policy: was adopted by the
Government of India in 1993 under the aegis of the
Department of Women and Child Development. It
advocated a multi-sectoral strategy for eradicating
malnutrition and achieving optimum nutrition for all. The
policy advocates the monitoring the nutrition levels across
the country and sensitising government machinery on the
need for good nutrition and prevention of malnutrition.
The National Nutrition Policy also includes the Food and
Nutrition Board, which develops posters, audio jingles and
video spots for disseminating correct facts about
breastfeeding and complementary feeding.

The Integrated Child Development Services Scheme: It
is one of the most comprehensive schemes on child
development in the country and perhaps in the world. The
Ministry of Women and Child Development has been
running the scheme since 1975 in pursuance of the
National Policy for Children. It aims at providing services
to pre-school children in an integrated manner so as to
ensure proper growth and development of children in
rural, tribal and slum areas. This centrally sponsored
scheme also monitors nutrition of children.

Udisha: The name udisha means "a new dawn" and
comes from Sanskrit. The initiative is being supported by
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— Dr. Dharmendra Kr. Gaur
Educationist

Unicef finance for five years. It is the name designated by
the national Government of India for an initiative aimed at
quality improvement in child training. It is intended to
specify the criteria to establish the necessary outline for
all child-care functionaries and caregivers and to develop
methods to be used to ensure improvement in the quality
of early childhood care for survival, growth, and
development.

National Policy for Children: The policy lays down that
the State shall provide adequate services for children, both
before and after birth and during the growing stages for
their full physical, mental and social development. The
measures suggested in the Policy include amongst others,
a comprehensive health programme, supplementary
nutrition for mothers and children, free and compulsory
education for all children up to the age of 14 years,
promotion of physical education and recreational activities,
special consideration for children of weaker sections like
SCs and STs, prevention of exploitation of children, etc.

National Charter for Children:lt emphasizes
Government of India's commitment to children's rights to
survival, health and nutrition, standard of living, play and
leisure, early childhood care, education, protection of the
girl child, empowering adolescents, equality, life and
liberty, name and nationality, freedom of expression,
freedom of association and peaceful assembly, the right to
a family and the right to be protected from economic
exploitation and all forms of abuse.

National Plan of Action for Children: It includes goals,
objectives, strategies and activities for improving the
nutritional status of children, reducing Infant Mortality
Rate, increasing enrolment ratio, reducing drop out rates,
universalisation of primary education and increasing
coverage for immunization.

National Institute of Public Cooperation and Child
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Development: The objects of the Institute are to develop
and promote voluntary action in social development, take
a comprehensive view of child development and develop
and promote programmes in pursuance of the National
Policy for Children, develop measures for coordination of
governmental and voluntary action in social development,
and evolve framework and perspective for organising
children’s programmes through governmental and
voluntary efforts.

United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child
(UNCRC): It is a human rights treaty setting out the civil,
political, economic, social, health and cultural rights of
children. The Convention generally defines a child as any
human being under the age of eighteen, unless an earlier
age of majority is recognized by a country's law. Two
optional protocols under UNCRC were adopted on 25 May
2000. The First Optional Protocol restricts the involvement
of children in military conflicts, and the Second Optional
Protocol prohibits the sale of children, child prostitution
and child pornography.

SAARC Convention on Preventing and Combating the
Trafficking in Women and Children for Prostitution: The
scope of this Convention is 'to promote cooperation
amongst member States to effectively deal with various
aspects of prevention, interdiction and suppression of
trafficking in women and children; repatriation and
rehabilitation of victims of trafficking, and preventing the
use of women and children in international prostitution
networks, particularly where the SAARC member countries
are the countries of origin, transit and destination'. India
is a member of this convention.

SAARC Convention on Regional Arrangements for the
Promotion of Child Welfare in South Asia: The purposes
and objectives of the Convention are to 'unite the SAARC
member countries in their determination of redeeming the
promises made by them to the south Asian child at the
World Summit for Children and various other national,
regional and international conferences and successive
SAARC summits; to facilitate and help in the development
and protection of the full potential of the south Asian child,
promote understanding and awareness of the rights, duties
and responsibilities of the children and others, and to set
up appropriate regional arrangements to assist the
member States in fulfilling the rights of the child, taking
into account the changing needs of the child'. India is a
member of this convention.

National Plan of Action for Children, 2005: It outlines
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goals, objectives, and strategies to achieve the objectives
outlined and recognises the needs of all children up to the
age of eighteen. It is divided into four basic child right
categories as per the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of a Child: Child survival, Child development, Child
protection and Child participation.

Balika Samriddhi Yojana: This scheme is intended to
increase the status of the girl child in India. It provides
financial support to encourage girls to attend schools. Girls
born after the 15th of August 1997 to families living below
the poverty line are eligible for this scheme. The scheme
will pay Rs.500 into a bank or post office account in the
name of the girl. A maximum of two daughters in a family
can benefit from this scheme. The scheme will pay annual
scholarships into the girl’'s account, starting at Rs.300
(when the girlis in Class 1) and reaching Rs.1,000 when the
girlis in Class 10. The girl will receive the money when she
is 18 years old, provided she is not yet married.

Kishori Shakti Yojana:lt seeks to empower adolescent
girls, so as to enable them to take charge of their lives. It is
viewed as a holistic initiative for the development of
adolescent girls. The programme through its interventions
aims at bringing about a difference in the lives of the
adolescent girls. It seeks to provide them with an
opportunity to realize their full potential.

Nutrition Progarmme for Adolescent Girls: To address
the problem of under-nutrition among adolescent girls and
pregnant women and lactating mothers, the Planning
Commission, in the year 2002-03, launched the Nutrition
Programme for Adolescent Girls (NPAG) in the country.
Under this scheme, 6 kg. of food-grains were given to
under nourished adolescent girls, pregnant women and
lactating mothers. Eligibility was determined on the basis
of their weight.

Scheme for Welfare of Working Children in Need of
Care and Protection: Provision of opportunities including
non-formal education, vocational training, etc, to working
children to facilitate their entry/re-entry into mainstream
education in cases where they have either not attended
any learning system or where for some reasons their
education has been discontinued with a view to preventing
their continued or future exploitation.

An Integrated Programme for Street Children: The
objective of this programme is to prevent destitution of
children and facilitate their withdrawal from life on the
streets. The programme provides for shelter, nutrition,
health care, education, recreation facilities to street
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children, and seeks to protect them against abuse and
exploitation. The strategy is to develop awareness and
provide support to build capacity of the Government,
NGOs and the community at large to realize the rights of
the child enshrined in the UN Convention on the Rights of
the Child (CRC) and in the Juvenile Justice (Care and
Protection of Children) Act, 2000. The target group of this
programme is children without homes and family ties i.e.,
street children and children especially vulnerable to abuse
and exploitation such as children of sex workers and
children of pavement dwellers. Children living in slums and
with their parents are excluded from the coverage of this
scheme.

Childline Services: This Govt. of India launched
Childline Service during the year 1998-99. The child line is
a 24 hours free phone service, which can be accessed by a
child in distress or an adult on his behalf by dialing the
number 1098 on telephone. Child line provides emergency
assistance to a child and subsequently based upon the
child’s need, the child is referred to an appropriate
organization for long-term follow up and care.

Central Adoption Resource Authority (CARA): It is an
autonomous body under the Ministry of Women & Child
Development, Government of India. It functions as the
nodal body for adoption of Indian children and is
mandated to monitor and regulate in-country and inter-
country adoptions. CARA is designated as the Central
Authority to deal with inter- country adoptions in
accordance with the provisions of the Hague Convention
on Inter-country Adoption, 1993, ratified by Government
of India in 2003. CARA primarily deals with adoption of
orphan, abandoned and surrendered children through its
associated /recognised adoption agencies.

Rajiv Gandhi National Creche Scheme for the Children
of Working Mothers: Creche and Daycare Services are not
only required by working mothers but also women
belonging to poor families, who require support and relief
from childcare as they struggle to cope with burden of
activities, within and outside the home. Effective day care
for young children is an essential cost effective investment
as it provides support to both the mothers and young
children. It is also a protection measure as it addresses
issues such as child labour, school drop outs, child
prostitution, out reach for medical and health programme,
female literacy etc. Hence, there is an urgent need for
improved quality and reach of child day care services for
working women among all socio-economic groups in both
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the organized and unorganized sectors.

Programme for Juvenile Justice: Under the scheme, the
juvenile justice system, is extended to be developed in
keeping with the true spirit of the new law, without
undermining the dignity and Rights of the juvenile.

Integrated Child Protection Scheme (ICPS): Evaluation
of the child protection schemes of the Ministry of Women
& Child Development, including the scheme ‘An Integrated
Programme for Street Children’, in 2007 revealed
shortcomings and gaps in these schemes and their
implementation.To bridge these gaps and to provide safe
and secure environment for overall development of
children in difficult circumstances, the Government of India
in the Ministry of Women and Child Development, has
introduced a new comprehensive Centrally Sponsored
Scheme, namely, Integrated Child Protection Scheme (ICPS)
w.e.f. 2009-10 by merging three erstwhile schemes,
including the scheme ‘An Integrated Programme for Street
Children” with additional components. This Scheme is
being implemented through State Governments/ UT
Administrations. Under this Scheme, there is provision for
setting up of ‘Open Shelters’ for children in need of care
and protection, including the street children, in urban and
semi-urban areas. The programmes and activities of these
Open Shelters inter alia include age-appropriate education,
access to vocational training, recreation, bridge education,
linkages to the National Open School Programme (NOSP),
health care, counseling etc.

International programme on the elimination of child
labour: It aims to work towards the progressive elimination
of child labour by strengthening national capacities to
address child labour problems, and by creating a
worldwide movement to combat it.India was the first
country to join it in 1992.

National Child Labour Project: The project seeks to
rehabilitate children withdrawn from work through special
schools with focus on children engaged in hazardous
occupations. The package of benefits to child labour for
their rehabilitation includes education, vocation training,
nutrition, health care, recreation, stipend etc. The other
activities include strict enforcement of child labour related
laws, raising awareness against the evils of child labour and
extension of welfare activities to child labour.

INDUS Child Labour Project: It is a technical
cooperation Project of the Government of India (GOI),
Ministry of Labor (MOL) and Department of Education
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(DOE) and the United States Department of Labor
(USDOL), within the framework of a “joint statement on
Enhanced Indo-US cooperation on Elimination of Child
Labor” signed on 31st August, 2000, by the two
Governments. ILO is executing the Project. The project
addresses elimination of child labour directly through a set
of 8 inter-related interventions implemented in identified
districts and a number of carefully inter-linked
interventions to be implemented at the state and national
level to ensure capacity and environment building for an
enabling policy climate.
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International Children's Day of Broadcasting: The
International Children’s Day of Broadcasting, celebrated
the first Sunday of March, is a day when broadcasters
around the world “Tune in to Kids.” They air quality
programming by, for and about children. But most of all,
they allow children to be part of the programming and
production process, to talk about their hopes and dreams,
to share information and exchange views with their peers
in other parts of the world. This theme for 2011 is GIRLS
ARE...BOYS ARE...
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
